Crestings from Brazil! I've been here for just a week, but
already | have so much to share with you about the children
and teachers I've met herel

Sadly, conditions at the wvillage school here are much worse
than | expected. For example, there are pupils here from 7 to
11 years old, and thers is only one teacher, Mrs Da Silva, and
she teaches them all at the same time. For this reason, they
only go to school for four hours a day. Mrs Da Silva tries
really hard and she is so busy that it's impossible for her 1o
give everyone the help they need. She is also not very well-
paid and gets no support.

What is more, if the children want to continue school after
Year 4, then they have to go and live in Porto De Moz, the
town where the nearest large school is. Unfortunately,
though, this means that they have to stay with another family
and get a job to pay for their rent and food because it is quite
far away, An 11-year-old student called Eliane told me that's
what his brothers and sister do and he only sees them twice a
vear when they come home for the holidays. He wants to
finish school, but he doesn't want to leave his family. He
wouldn't have to make this tough decision if his school had
mare teachers.

Did you know Brazil is not the only country that needs mare
teachers? Over 15 million teachers are needed around the
world so that children can go to school and get an education,
| think we should do something to help. We could write a
letter to the Prime Minister or we could organise some
sponsored events to raise money, Why don't you all think
of some Ideas and when | come back we can put them into
action?

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MODULE 5
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THE PYRAMIDS OF EGYPT

Since anciant timaes, the pyramids at Giza in Egypt have been one of the world's most poputar towrist destinations.
The largest of thesa, the Greal Pyramid of Giza, or Khufu's Pyramid, is the only one of the Seven Wonoers of the
Ancient World that still survives today. it was the tallest building in tha world for almost 5,000 years - that is, until the
Eiffel Tower was bulll in 1883

Pharaohs, the first rulers of Egypt. buill pyramids to show thair power 1o the people. The first Pharachs bulll much
simpler tombs called mastabas. These mastabas were square bulldings with a room inside big enough for the coffin,
the mummy of the pharaoh's body and his treasures, Ancieni Egyptians balieved that dead people still needed ther
bodies and treasures, such &8 paintings, gold and jewals, for their life after death.

Many of the pyramids were decoraled inside, especially in the room where the dead pharach was laid.
Archaeologists discovered many piciures in the tombs and mysterious writing on the walls callad hieroglyphics.
Invented ebout 5,000 years ago, hieroglyphics are the oidest form of wriling. They were |ust simple drawings of
averyday things we see and hear, The Egyplians believed thal both the hieroglyphics and the lomb piclures were
magical, which iz why théy pamnted them inside the pyramids.

e began our journey in the historic city of

Volgograd with an  inspirational trip o
Mamayev Kurgan o see the enormous statue, The
Matherland Calls. This city witnessed the full horror and
hervism of Warld War 11 and the statve celebrates the
enduring spirit of the Russian people. Then, we headed
back to the centre, which has risen from the ashes 1o
become o major crossroads of transportation, and
strolled along the promenade by the river before
hoarding our boat 1o begin the adventure of a lifetime.

Over the next few days the boat stopped at many
small villages, and we sailed past Saratov, Samara and
Simbirsk. In every village there were small shops and
street vendors selling clothes, matryoshka dolls and
amber jewellery. It was & great chance to see rural life
in Russia, and the people we met were incredibly
hospitable, Back on the boat, we loved chatting with
oar new-lound friends from all around the world,

The: third day of our trip brought us 1 Kazun, where
the Volga meets the Kazanks River, Kazan & half
Russign, half Tartar and completely charming. In the
upper part of the city, we visited the Kazan Kremlin,
where we saw the amazing Annunciation Cathedral snd
the mysterous leaning Sovembikn Tower, Then, in the
bower part of the city, we visited some magnificent
Muslim mosgues,

As the river carried us further, Nizhny Novgorod
came into view, standing on a high hill where the Volga
mieets the Oka River. The red brick towers of the grand
Kremlin dominate the skyline and the Archangel
Cathedral lies within it historic walls. From there we
visited many of the city'’s famous abbeys, such as the
Monastery of the Caves and the Annunciution
Monastery.

We sailed onwards 10 Kostroma - a city that's almest
ws old as Moscow, The streets fan out from the central
square, and we murvelled at the medieval peasant
homes and the golden domes of the Ipatiev Monastery,
The Epiphany Cathedral, with the 10" century
Byzantine icon, Our Lady of St Theodore, was also truly
remarkable.

Finally, our voyage brought us to Yaroslavl. The 17
century red brick churches were delightful with their
brightly tiled exteriors and fantastic frescos. At the
Spaso-Preobrazhensky Monastery  we  saw many
wonderful religious icons as well as the onginal
manuscript of the Russiun literary treasure, The Lay of

R |Lake Baikal —

Lake Balkal, in eastern Siberia, s a miracle
of nature. It's the deepes! lake on Earth and It
contains more water than all the Great Lakes
of America put logether. s alsc the cidest
lake on Earth and, after more than 25 millicn
years, Lake Balkal is still growing at a rate of
2 cm a year. However, facts and figures fail to
describe the breathtaking beauty of Baikal
The water is crystal clear, and when you can
sea the shimmering stones an the bottom of
the lake [i's hard to believe they're 50 deep
down, But then this tranquiliity can easily
become & tempest. As the lake changes its
moad, the wind rises and huga waves begin
to roll across the surface.

Lake Balkal is surounded by some
magnificent mountaln ranges, such as the
Primarsky, Balkalsky and Barguzinsky. More
than 300 rivers flow into Lake Baikal and anly
one river, the Angara, flows outwards, Of the
22 islands in the lake, the most famous is
Olkhon Island, where they say the sun shines
brightly for mose than 300 days a year.
Olichon is a place of legend and wild spirits,
and it's homa to the famous Shamanika,

where shamans used to live in timas gone
by.

This environmental treasure also contains
a wealth of biodiversity. Most of the 2,635
species of animals and plants discoverad in
and around Lake Balkal cannot be found
amywhere else in the world. The lake is also
the only breeding ground for the Balkal Saal
and the Omul fish, on which they feed. In
1496, Balkal was declared a UNESCO World
Hartage Sie. The total area of the site is 8.8
million hactares, which includes the lake's
surface, three resarves, and two national
parks, Pribaikalsky and Tunkinsky.

Today, this precious Russian jewel is
threatened by the industry around its shores.
We can only hope that future
genarations will De
able o come
here and anjoy
Lake Baikal as
much as we
da.
