The national flag of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is the most
obvious symbol of the United Kingdom. It is called the Union Jack.

Union Jack is a mixture of several overlaid flags. It combines three flags representing
England, Scotland and Ireland.

These flags are the crosses of the Patron Saint of England (St. George's Cross — red cross
on a white ground), the flag of the Patron Saint of Scotland (St. Andrew's Cross — white
diagonal cross on a blue ground) and the flag of the Patron Saint of Nothern Ireland (St.
Patrick’s Cross — red diagonal on a white ground).
